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Matt 22:35-40 …an expert in the law, tested him with this question: "Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?" Jesus replied: "'Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.' This is the first and greatest commandment. And the second is like it: 'Love your neighbor as yourself.' All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments." NIV

John 15:26-27  "When the Counselor comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who goes out from the Father, he will testify about me. And you also must testify, for you have been with me from the beginning.  NIV   (Rev. 19:10 …”the testimony of Jesus”…)

Rom 12:3-8  For by the grace given me I say to every one of you: Do not think of yourself more highly than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance with the measure of faith God has given you. Just as each of us has one body with many members, and these members do not all have the same function, so in Christ we who are many form one body, and each member belongs to all the others. We have different gifts, according to the grace given us. If a man's gift is prophesying, let him use it in proportion to his faith. If it is serving, let him serve; if it is teaching, let him teach; if it is encouraging, let him encourage; if it is contributing to the needs of others, let him give generously; if it is leadership, let him govern diligently; if it is showing mercy, let him do it cheerfully. NIV

1 Cor 1:4-9
Problems in Corinth: divisions, quarrels, personality cults, tolerating sexual immorality, lawsuits with each other, marital issues, food sacrificed to idols, flaunting personal liberties, the rights of an apostle, idolatry, mishandling the Lord’s Supper, motives w/o love, mishandling spiritual gifts in a service, Christ’s resurrection…to name a few. 
1 Cor 8:9  Be careful, however, that the exercise of your freedom does not become a stumbling block to the weak.  NIV

1 Cor 9:19-23  Though I am free and belong to no man, I make myself a slave to everyone, [motive:] to win as many as possible. To the Jews I became like a Jew, [motive:] to win the Jews. To those under the law I became like one under the law (though I myself am not under the law), [motive]: so as to win those under the law. To those not having the law I became like one not having the law (though I am not free from God's law but am under Christ's law), [motive:] so as to win those not having the law. To the weak I became weak, [motive:] to win the weak. I have become all things to all men [motive:] so that by all possible means I might save some. I do all this for the sake of the gospel, that I may share in its blessings. NIV

1 Cor 10:23-24  "Everything is permissible"—but not everything is bene-ficial. "Everything is permissible"—but not everything is constructive. Nobody should seek his own good, but the good of others. NIV

1 Cor 12:1, 4, 7-11  Now about spiritual gifts, brothers, I do not want you to be ignorant…There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit…Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. To one there is given through the Spirit the message [word] of wisdom, to another the message [word] of knowledge by means of the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit, to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and to still another the interpretation of tongues. All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he gives them to each one, just as he determines. NIV
