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EIGHT WAYS TO PULL OUT OF DECEPTION:

1.	Admit your convictions were wrong—that you had been deceived.
       1 Cor. 13:9 – “We know in part and we prophesy in part.”

2.	Determine to come clean in every area that deception touched your life and the lives of those you touched.

3.	Put a bridle on your mouth and talk to an objective spiritual leader or counselor who has not been a part of your deception.

4.	Understand that anointing, dreams, prophecies, signs & wonders, fleeces, coincidences may not be the final criteria to confirm direction or convictions.

5.	Be willing to embrace the pruning process.
	John 15 – “If a man abides in me I will prune him in order to bring forth more fruit.”

6.	Be willing and determined to bring your family back into scriptural order.

7.	Be prepared for a feeling of backsliding and walking against the light of the path you were following.

8.	Understand that true spirituality is:
	Alert instead of FOGGY
	Balanced instead of EXTREME
	Real instead of PHONY
	Perceptive instead of GULLIBLE
