· Believes in the removal of patriotism and the free-enterprise system, disarmament, and the creation of a one-world socialistic government.

The Four Major Goals of Humanism:

1. Establishment of a New World Order.
2. Change the economic system.
3. Establish a New World Religion [i.e. Humanism].
4. Produce a new race of people for the New World Order.

The Fourteen Identification Marks of Secular Humanism:

1. They have a well defined Bible [The Humanist Manifesto I & II].
2. They have a stated doctrine or dogma.
3. They have an object of worship [man himself, the created].
4. They have a priesthood [the Humanist founding fathers].
5. They have missionaries [change agents/teachers in public schools].
6. They have seminaries [colleges and universities].
7. They have their own temples [government controlled public schools].
8. They create a lifestyle [the antithesis of Christianity].
9. They have a financial support base [the forcible tax dollars for government-controlled public schools—one of the largest budgets ranging in the billions.
10. They are rooted in eastern religions [Aristotle, Socrates, Pythagorus, etc.]
11. They were officially identified by the Supreme Court as a “religion” [in 1961 and 1965].
12. They vigorously oppose Theistic religion [i.e. Judeo-Christian religion].
13. They have a worldview [ideology].
14. They have a view of death [no afterlife].
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The Teachings of Secular Humanism:

1.		Evolutionary Dogma: the idea that evolution is unquestioned scientific fact.
2.		Self-Autonomy: the idea that children are their own authorities.
3.		Situational Ethics: the idea there are no absolute rights or wrongs.
4.		Christianity Negated: the idea that there is no supernatural being [i.e. no salvation, heaven, or hell].
5.		Sexual Freedom: the idea that public sex education is necessary, but without morals. Belittles modesty, purity, chastity and abstinence. Accepts abortion, premarital sex, and homosexuality.
6.		Total Reading Freedom: the idea that children should have the right to read anything.
7.		Death Education: the idea that there is no life beyond the grave.
8.		Internationalism: the idea that world citizenship is preferable to national patriotism.
9.		Socialism: the idea that socialism is superior to private ownership.

Thus Humanism….

• 		Denies the Deity of God, the inspiration of the Bible, and the Divinity of Jesus Christ.
· 	Denies the existence of the soul, life after death, salvation and heaven, damnation and hell.
· 	Denies the Biblical account of creation and embraces evolution.
· 	Believes there are no absolutes, no right, no wrong—that moral values are self-determined and situational [i.e. – do your own thing, if it feels good—do it, as long as it doesn’t hurt anyone else].
· 	Believes in the removal of the distinctive roles of male and female.
· 	Believes in the right to abortion, euthanasia [mercy killing], and suicide.
· 	Believes in equal distribution of wealth to reduce poverty and bring about equality.
· 	Believes in control of the environment, control of energy and its limitations.
