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Gen 3:8-9 Then the man and his wife heard the sound of the Lord God as he was walking in the garden in the cool of the day… the Lord God called to the man, "Where are you?" 

Gen 24:62-63  Now Isaac … went out to the field one evening to meditate…

Josh 1:8-9  Do not let this Book of the Law depart from your mouth; meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do everything written in it. Then you will be prosperous and successful.

Ps 119:148  My eyes stay open through the watches of the night, that I may meditate on your promises. 

Ps 143:5-6  I remember the days of long ago; I meditate on all your works and consider what your hands have done. I spread out my hands to you; my soul thirsts for you like a parched land.

Ps 37:7  Be still before the Lord and wait patiently for him.

Ps 46:10  Be still, and know that I am God; I will be exalted among the nations, I will be exalted in the earth.

Zech 2:13 Be still before the Lord, all mankind, because he has roused himself from his holy dwelling.

Luke 1:80 And the child [John] grew and became strong in spirit; and he lived in the desert until he appeared publicly to Israel. 

Luke 3:1 In the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar…during the high priesthood of Annas and Caiaphas, the word of God came to John son of Zechariah in the desert. 

Luke 4:1 Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit in[to] the desert.

Luke 5:15-16 Yet the news about him spread all the more, so that crowds of people came to hear him and to be healed of their sicknesses. But Jesus often withdrew to lonely places and prayed. 

Luke 9:10 When the apostles returned, they reported to Jesus what they had done. Then he took them with him and they withdrew by themselves…
John 6:14-15  After the people saw the miraculous sign that Jesus did, they began to say, "Surely this is the Prophet who is to come into the world." Jesus, knowing that they intended to come and make him king by force, withdrew again to a mountain by himself.
