“Deceive, Deceived, Deceiver, Deceit, Deceiving, Deception”

(to wander, to stray from the path)

Gen 3:13 - Then the Lord God said to the woman, "What is this you have done?" The woman
said, "The serpent deceived me, and I ate."

Lev 19:11 - Do not steal. Do not lie. Do not deceive one another.

Prov 14:8 - The wisdom of the prudent is to give thought to their ways, but the folly of fools is
deception.

Prov 24:28 - Do not testify against your neighbor without cause, or use your lips to deceive.

Prov 26:24-26 - A malicious man disguises himself with his lips, but in his heart he harbors
deceit. Though his speech is charming, do not believe him, for seven
abominations fill his heart. His malice may be concealed by deception, but his
wickedness will be exposed in the assembly.

Jer 3:23 - Surely the [idolatrous] commotion on the hills and mountains is a deception.

Jer 9:4-6 - “Beware of your friends; do not trust your brothers. For every brother is a deceiver,

and every friend a slanderer. Friend deceives friend, and no one speaks the

truth...You live in the midst of deception; in their deceit they refuse to acknowledge
me," declares the Lord.
Hos 10:13 - But you have planted wickedness, you have reaped evil, you have eaten the fruit of
deception. Because you have depended on your own strength and on your many
warriors...

Matt 24:4-6 - Jesus answered: "Watch out that no one deceives you. For many will come in my

name, claiming, 'I am the Christ,' and will deceive many.
Matt 24:10-11 - At that time many will turn away from the faith and will betray and hate each
other, and many false prophets will appear and deceive many people.
Matt 24:23-25 - At that time if anyone says to you, 'Look, here is the Christ!' or, "There he is!'
do not believe it. For false Christs and false prophets will appear and perform

great signs and miracles to deceive even the elect — if that were possible.




Rom 16:17-19 - 1 urge you, brothers, to watch out for those who cause divisions and put
obstacles in your way that are contrary to the teaching you have learned. Keep
away from them. For such people are not serving our Lord Christ, but their

own appetites. By smooth talk and flattery they deceive the minds of naive

people.

1 Cor 3:18 - Do not deceive yourselves. If any one of you thinks he is wise by the standards of
this age, he should become a "fool" so that he may become wise.

1 Cor 6:9-11 - Do you not know that the wicked will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be
deceived: Neither the sexually immoral nor idolaters nor adulterers nor male
prostitutes nor homosexual offenders nor thieves nor the greedy nor drunkards
nor slanderers nor swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God.

2 Cor 4:1-3 - Therefore, since through God's mercy we have this ministry, we do not lose heart.
Rather, we have renounced secret and shameful ways; we do not use deception,
nor do we distort the word of God. On the contrary, by setting forth the truth
plainly we commend ourselves to every man's conscience in the sight of God.

2 Cor 11:2-4 - 1 am jealous for you with a godly jealousy. I promised you to one husband, to
Christ, so that I might present you as a pure virgin to him. But I am afraid that
just as Eve was deceived by the serpent's cunning, your minds may somehow be
led astray from your sincere and pure devotion to Christ. For if someone comes
to you and preaches a Jesus other than the Jesus we preached, or if you receive a
different spirit from the one you received, or a different gospel from the one you
accepted, you put up with it easily enough.

Gal 6:7-9 - Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows. The one
who sows to please his sinful nature, from that nature will reap destruction; the one
who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life.

Eph 5:6-7 - Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of such things God's wrath

comes on those who are disobedient. Therefore do not be partners with them.

Col 2:2-5 - My purpose is that they may be encouraged in heart and united in love, so that they

may have the full riches of complete understanding, in order that they may know the



mystery of God, namely, Christ, in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and
knowledge. I tell you this so that no one may deceive you by fine-sounding
arguments.

1 Tim 4:1-2 - The Spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the faith and follow

deceiving spirits and things taught by demons.

2 Tim 3:12-14 - ...everyone who wants to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted,
while evil men and impostors will go from bad to worse, deceiving and being
deceived.

Titus 3:3-5 - At one time we too were foolish, disobedient, deceived and enslaved by all kinds of
passions and pleasures. We lived in malice and envy, being hated and hating one
another. But when the kindness and love of God our Savior appeared, he saved
us...

2 Thess 2:1-4 - Concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being gathered to him,

we ask you, brothers, not to become easily unsettled or alarmed by some
prophecy, report or letter supposed to have come from us, saying that the day of

the Lord has already come. Don't let anyone deceive you in any way, for that day

will not come until the rebellion occurs and the man of lawlessness is revealed,
the man doomed to destruction. He will oppose and will exalt himself over
everything that is called God or is worshiped, so that he sets himself up in God's
temple, proclaiming himself to be God.

James 1:16 - Don't be deceived, my dear brothers.

James 1:22-25 - Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says.
Anyone who listens to the word but does not do what it says is like a man who
looks at his face in a mirror and, after looking at himself, goes away and
immediately forgets what he looks like. But the man who looks intently into
the perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting
what he has heard, but doing it — he will be blessed in what he does.

1 John 1:8-10 - If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. If we

confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us



from all unrighteousness. If we claim we have not sinned, we make him out to be
a liar and his word has no place in our lives.
2 Jobhn 7-11 - Many deceivers, who do not acknowledge Jesus Christ as coming in the flesh,

have gone out into the world. Any such person is the deceiver and the antichrist.

Watch out that you do not lose what you have worked for, but that you may be
rewarded fully. Anyone who runs ahead and does not continue in the teaching of
Christ does not have God; whoever continues in the teaching has both the Father
and the Son. If anyone comes to you and does not bring this teaching, do not take
him into your house or welcome him. Anyone who welcomes him shares in his
wicked work.

Rev 13:11-14 - Then I saw another beast, coming out of the earth. He had two horns like a
lamb, but he spoke like a dragon. He exercised all the authority of the first beast
on his behalf, and made the earth and its inhabitants worship the first beast,
whose fatal wound had been healed. And he performed great and miraculous
signs, even causing fire to come down from heaven to earth in full view of men.
Because of the signs he was given power to do on behalf of the first beast, he
deceived the inhabitants of the earth.

Rev 20:7-8 - When the thousand years are over, Satan will be released from his prison and will

go out to deceive the nations in the four corners of the earth — Gog and Magog
— to gather them for battle.
Rev 20:9-10 - They marched across the breadth of the earth and surrounded the camp of God's
people, the city he loves. But fire came down from heaven and devoured them.
And the devil, who deceived them, was thrown into the lake of burning sulfur,
where the beast and the false prophet had been thrown. They will be tormented

day and night for ever and ever.
